Organising activities which promote cultural integration/raise sensitivity to diverse
cultures and religions (please specify):

To support non-Chinese speaking students in learning Chinese language in Hong Kong and gaining a deeper understanding of local culture, our school
organized a "Miniature Flowerboard Workshop (O 0 O 0O 0 0 O )." Students first listened to an instructor's explanation of the origin and evolution of local
flower board, and then created miniature flower board themselves, writing their own wishes on them. Through this process, students learned the value of
considering others and reflected on the difficulties of traditional handicrafts, helping them to gain a deeper understanding of Hong Kong's local culture.
The school held a Chinese Culture Week with the theme of traditional Chinese weddings. Non-Chinese speaking students learned about traditional
Chinese wedding customs and the meanings behind different festive items. They also collaborated with Chinese speaking students to complete booth
games and challenges, promoting cultural integration.

Also, the school arranged for non-Chinese speaking students to participate in on-campus and off-campus Chinese calligraphy competitions, thereby
cultivating their calm and leisurely spirit. Some of the students achieved excellent results.

Non-Chinese speaking students are encouraged to participate in Girl Scouting, building team spirit and encouraging each other alongside their
Chinese-speaking peers.

Non-Chinese speaking students participate in the English drama "Joseph," learning alongside their Chinese-speaking counterparts about the
stories of religious figures and their religious significance.

Non-Chinese speaking students participated in STEAM learning groups, interacting with other students through group activities to help them
adapt to campus life. The team learning model and the application of interdisciplinary knowledge gave non-Chinese speaking students the
opportunity to showcase their personal characteristics and strengths, bringing about the integration of different cultural ideas. They could even
use Cantonese to explain their ideas to the judges and audience, communicating with each other.
